Painting exhibition: “Fishing as livelihood”
10-16 December 25

Across the waters of the Black Sea and the Saronic gulf, two traditional fishing

communities, Kraimorie in Burgas and Pounda, the fisherman neighborhood in Poros are discovering
common ground through art. This December, ten painters from Kraimorie bring their work to Poros
and Katheti, setting the stage for a cultural exchange that celebrates shared heritage, coastal life, and
the bonds between neighboring countries. The Painting Exhibition: “Fishing as livelihood”, held
from December 10th to 16th (Katheti’s opening hours), marks a collaborative effort between

the FLAG Burgas—Kameno organization, the Network of Cooperation of Municipalities of the Attica
Islands and Katheti. The opening event will take place on Wednesday, December 10 at 6:00pm on
Katheti’s ground floor, inviting locals and visitors to witness how art can connect communities
shaped by the sea.

This exhibition brings together twenty artworks born from days spent by the sea, where wind, salt,
and stories shaped a shared creative experience. The artists worked side by side in a common atelier
in Kraimorie, a small fishing district of Burgas, where their canvases slowly absorbed the rhythm of
the harbour. Some followed the quiet poetry of the small boats resting at the pier; others turned to
abstraction, translating the movement of waves, nets, and working hands into pure colour and form.
What united them was the presence of the local fishermen, people whose lives unfold between water
and sky, between luck and labour. Their conversations, gestures, and memories became part of the,
creative process, threading through each brushstroke. These paintings are not only about the sea; th%
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are about livelihood, community, and the way shared spaces can shape shared visions. Here, the
viewer is invited to feel both the calm and the pulse of the working coast.
